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Iowa Junior High School Principal Honored in Nation’s Capital as a 
Powerful and Effective Champion for Afterschool and Youth 

 
Educators, Parents, Afterschool Leaders Come Together to 

Urge Congress to Increase Funding for Afterschool Programs 
  

 
WASHINGTON, D.C. – The Afterschool Alliance today honored Dave Welter, Principal of 
Holmes Junior High School in Cedar Falls, for his support for afterschool programs. Welter was 
named a State Afterschool Champion at the “Breakfast of Champions,” a gala event in 
Washington, D.C. featuring Members of Congress and national afterschool champions. Welter 
has been a leader in ensuring access to afterschool programs for low-income children. He was 
one of 18 state champions from around the country honored at the Breakfast for supporting and 
working on behalf of afterschool programs and the children and families who benefit from 
quality programs. The Iowa Afterschool Alliance nominated him for the honor. 
 
Welter is a staunch advocate for afterschool for all children. He has ensured that students at 
Holmes Junior High School have afterschool programs, arguing that, at the middle school level, 
all students can be considered “at risk” because of the nature of that developmental phase. Welter 
also co-hosted the Expanded Learning Forum for the Iowa Afterschool Alliance this past 
summer. The Forum brought together policy leaders, advocates, and educators to determine 
state-level goals for improving student achievement through out-of-school time. Mr. Welter’s 
afterschool program has long been a model of engaging older youth in skill-building activities 
outside of the classroom and was highlighted throughout the event. 
 
“Where would we be without the focus and dedication of Dave Welter?” said Michelle Rich, 
Network Coordinator of the Iowa Afterschool Alliance. “Not only has his work directly 
benefitted children across the state, but he has also helped the Iowa Afterschool Alliance be a 
stronger voice in shaping policy decisions.”     
 
The “Breakfast of Champions” is part of the 12th annual Afterschool for All Challenge, sponsored 
by the Afterschool Alliance, which brings together hundreds of educators, parents, afterschool 
leaders and advocates from around the country for a series of events and meetings with Members 
of Congress. Following the Breakfast, participants fanned out across Capitol Hill to talk to their 
senators and representatives about the importance of afterschool programs to children, families 
and communities.  This year, the Alliance is also encouraging advocates for afterschool to 
participate in the Challenge at home by calling or visiting Congressional district offices to urge 



their representatives in Congress to increase funding for the 21st Century Community Learning 
Centers and the Child Care Development Fund.  
 
“There’s no question that afterschool programs are a lifeline for working parents, give our 
children and youth a safe place to be and inspire academic and social/emotional learning,” said 
Afterschool Alliance Executive Director Jodi Grant. “But they also do much more. They expose 
kids to possible careers in the sciences or the arts, teach them the value of community service, 
and provide them with mentors, meals, physical activity and so much more. The people we honor 
as champions today are helping to educate, support and guide the young people who will be our 
future leaders.”
